leaning, a third (29.9%) say they would support the Conservatives, while a

similar proportion (31.7%) say they support the Liberals.

One-sixth (17.5%) say they will support the NDP.

1in 10 (8.3%) say they would support the Greens.

About 1in 10 (9%) say they would support the BQ, while a few would

support the PPC (3%) or another party (0.5%).

We expect a minority parliament with the Liberals winning 140 seats, and

the Conservatives winning 111.

The NDP project to win 38, the BQ to win 48, and the Greens to win 1.
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“A minority parliament,” said Dr. Lorne Bozinoff, President of Forum
Research. “The narrow fight for support between the Liberals and
Conservatives ends in a minority. Now that the campaign ends, the
jockeying for position in a deadlocked house begins."
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The Forum Poll™ was conducted by Forum Research with the results based on an
interactive voice response telephone survey of 1206 randomly selected
Canadians across the country. The poll was conducted Oct 18 from 5-9 pm
(respecting time zones).
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Results based on the total sample are considered accurate +/- 3%, 19 times out of
20, measured as the average deviation across all response categories. Subsample

results will be less accurate. Margins of error for subsample (such as age, gender)

Where appropriate, the data has been statistically weighted by age, region, and
other variables to ensure that the sample reflects the actual population according
to the latest Census data. 82, 918 Canadians were contacted. 41 identified
themselves as non-voters and screened out.

This research is not necessarily predictive of future outcomes, but rather,
captures opinion at one point in time. Actual results depend on the parties’ ability
to get their voters out. Forum Research conducted this poll as a public service and
to demonstrate our survey research capabilities.
